Tournament start / tournament game

Jukebox functions:

On the main screen of the jukebox you can see the title you hear, which title you will hear
next and as an option the cover of the title you hear. You can also choose TOP HITS which
are the 13 most played songs. Under select there is a red switch button. You can change
the list between artist and title. On the right side you can reduce the selection from ,ALL,
NEW, CURRENT and Oldies.

You can choose a title if you press the title and artist under select or under most selected
titles and then press select.

Before a title has been selected, there is background music or - depending on the set Wait
Time - one title of background music is played at a time for animation purposes. If
background music is played during selection, the volume fades out gradually before the
selected title is played.

Creation of Mpeq - titles and updates:

The new titles will be transferred to your Silverball MAX with a mobile rack. The mobile
harddisk has to be formatted with Win95 or Win98. Also the new titles with the covers (jpg-
files) have to be on the mobile harddisk.

The most simple way to create mp3 music is to convert music from an audio CD and scan
the CD cover.

You need a PC with Win95/98, a Mpeg DJ Encoder Software and a scanner.

Creation of MP3 files:

022.

(A disk created this way does, however, have the disadvantage of an extremely slow
update process. - Only a maximum of 200 to 250 titles can be copied at once.)
